On Sunday, 28 September 2014, Calvin Wood 

was sustained (appointed) as the Ward Historian for his 

church here in the Marysville Area. 

The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints has 

always been a record keeping people.  Therefore, it 

stands to reason that the basic requirement of the Ward 

Historian is that of "Keeper of the Records."  

The main responsibility of this calling is to prepare 

and submit the Annual Ward History.  This begins by 

receiving the annual histories from each of the organi-

zational secretaries (High Priest Group, Elders Quor-

um, Relief Society, etc.) which would include, but not 

be limited to, their challenges, achievements and im-

portant events.  Information for these items would be 

gleaned from member’s notes, reports and remem-

brances, Priesthood and Auxiliary reports, photographs 

and newspaper clippings.  

After compiling these organizational contributions 

and adding significant inputs by and/or about the ward, 

the Ward Historian creates a Narrative Summary which 

is then forwarded to the Stake Historian.  

The Narrative Summary does not just consist of 

notes, minutes and statistics, but also the spiritual es-

sence, goals and manner of life of its members.  This 

would be such things as presenting ideas, furthering 

achievements, presenting special programs and being 

involved in service projects exhibiting how their influ-

ence can affect the community in a positive way.  Some 

community efforts in which the Marysville ward mem-

bers have participated are:  The Annual Ohio Food 

Drive, Volunteers at the Hope Center, being involved 

in county work projects and city clean-up days, just to 

mention a few.    

Calvin is also a prime example of the areas he en-

dorses.  In addition to being actively involved in his 

Church, he is also the Vice President of the Union 

County Chapter of the Ohio Genealogical Society, Un-

ion County Veterans Remembrance Committee Histo-

rian, Librarian for the Union County 9-12 Organization, 

Board Member and Book Distributer for the Marysville 

Friends of the Library and a member in good stand-

ing of the Union County Military Family Support 

Group.

Book Review

Two Came Back: The Story of Four Brothers in the Civil War 
By Rev. John R. Gray (Ret.), BS, BA, MDIV 

 

This book is the fourteenth that Rev. Gray has authored and donated to the Marysville Public Library.  As 

with the earlier works it is well researched and well documented.  All of the usual sources (census, wills, vital 

records, etc.) were searched and used to verify each individual’s place in history.  Illustrated with family pho-

tographs from the Civil War era to contemporary and with copies of documents and letters this is more than 

just a story of the young men who joined in the war to keep their country whole.  It is more than the story of a 

family torn apart by that war; it is a story of that family’s journey into the present.  It is also a history of how 

that family came from nineteenth century Virginia and Connecticut and helped establish their portion of Union 

County and its history.  The index includes some of the most familiar names in the county. 

The book will be on the shelf at the Marysville Public Library very soon.  Additional copies are available at

Union County Ohio Veterans Graves Registration Project 

1938-1939

Records produced by the Union County Ohio 

Veterans Graves Registration Project can be useful to 

genealogist researching family members who served 

in the military.  It is important to know what Graves 

Registration records exist, where they are located, 

what the project was and where the information came 

from that is contained in the records. 

The Veterans Graves Registration Project was 

first proposed by the American Legion after WWI.  

The purpose was to identify and document the burial 

location of every American who served their country 

in the military.  In 1933, the American Legion adopt-

ed a National Graves Registration Plan and three 

years later, passed a resolution that funding and labor 

should be provided by the Works Progress Admin-

istration.  Those states wishing to participate in the 

project had to make application to the WPA for as-

sistance.  In 1938, the Ohio American Legion and the 

Ohio Adjutant General applied and obtained approv-

al for funding through the WPA to conduct a state-

wide Veterans Graves Registration Project.  

In Union County, the Veterans Graves Registra-

tion Project began in August of 1938. As a WPA ac-

tivity, the project had to provide local jobs. Richard 

Cody of Marysville was hired as the supervisor.  The 

other five employed were Ray Wood and Howard 

C. Wood of Richwood; Charles A. Burns of Plain 

City; Pearl Thorpe of Marysville and Herman A. 

Williams of Allen Township.  Later, George Gregg 

of Richwood replaced Howard C. Wood.  The pro-

ject was scheduled to be completed in 6 months. A 

temporary office was set up in the Board of Elections 

rooms located in the basement of the courthouse.   

The goal of the project was to complete four 

things: 1) prepare a comprehensive record of graves 

in the county of deceased honorably discharged vet-

erans, including those who served in the Confederate 

army in the Civil War; 2) inspect all burial grounds; 

3) prepare cemetery plot maps in uniform style and 

4) prepare a card record for each veteran.   

The first step in the project was to locate all the 

burial grounds in the county.  Initially, on-

ly 14 were known. By December 1938, 61 

cemeteries had been located in Union 

County.  A list of those cemeteries was 

published in the newspaper and the public 

was requested to notify Mr. Cody if they 

were aware of any additional county ceme-

teries.  When the project was completed, 

68 cemeteries were found.  This was the 

first time that a master list of cemeteries 

was compiled for the county. 

Once a cemetery was located, surveyors 

were sent to measure the grounds and map 

the cemetery.  Charles A. Burns was as-

signed to make plats of all the cemeteries, 

assisted by Ray Wood and Pearl Thorpe.  

Maps were completed for 66 of the county 

cemeteries. 

Next, a field crew was sent to check the graves at 

the cemeteries.  At the beginning of the project, in-

formation from every tombstone and any sexton’s 

records were to be recorded.  As the project devel-

oped, however, only the names of males who died 

over the age of 17 were taken down for each ceme-

tery.  (Unfortunately, these preliminary notes made 

by the workers do not seem to have survived.) Burial 

information from Sexton’s records were difficult to 

find as most of those records only contained the 

names of who purchased the burial lots.   

After the lists of names were completed, those 

names were crosschecked against war records from 

31 wars, local military rosters and any other histori-

cal data to determine if the individual had served the 

United States in the army, navy, marine, air corps or 

nursing service, either in peace times or war.  If the 

names matched, the individual was added to the 

Graves Registration records.  The name was then 

included on a Graves Registration Card and entered 

in the Veterans Graves Registration book. 

Each record was supposed to include the veteran’s 

name, date of birth, death, parent’s name, location of 

burial, type of marker on their grave, service record 

in detail and the name of their next of kin.  The loca-

tion of the veteran’s grave was also added to the 



 

 

cemetery plot map. 

In 1939, the Union County Graves Registration 

Project was combined with Marion County.  Paul D. 

Reynolds of Marion was named as supervisor.  

Nowall Foreman was hired as a tracer and J. A. 

Burnside as a draftsman.  George Gregg was as-

signed to oversee the Union County work.  

The project was completed in the spring of 1939.  

Approximately $1,700 in salaries and expenses were 

paid by the WPA on the project in Union County.  

When completed, 942 veteran’s graves were located 

in 67 cemeteries.  Three complete files of veteran 

burials in the county were prepared.  One of those 

was placed at the county recorder’s office along with 

a set of cemetery plot maps. 

Today, the Veterans Graves Registration cards are 

still located at the Union County Recorder’s Office.  

All of the original cards have been scanned by Coun-

ty Archivist, Stephen W. Badenhop and can be ac-

cessed at the Records Center.  The Veterans Graves 

Registration book, which duplicates the information 

on the cards, are at the County Recorder’s Office.  

Also at the Recorder’s Office is a roster of the names 

of veteran’s burials by cemetery and township which 

was prepared by the WPA to use at Memorial Day to 

decorate or place flags on military graves.  The 

Graves Registration Plot Maps were transferred years 

ago from the Recorder’s Office to the County Engi-

neer.  Those maps were scanned at the request of the 

County Archivist and are now available at the Engi-

neer’s Office, Records Center and Marysville Public 

Library [online at:  

www.uccogs.org/cemeteries.html]. 

As with any secondary source, the information 

contained in the Graves Registration records should 

be verified with primary sources.

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A True Union County Christmas Story 
Contributed by Nancy Katzenbach 

Transcribed from the Willella Shearer Kennedy book 

Our Heritage, being Little Stories of Union County 
 

The early pioneer days of Union County were 

rugged.  Of necessity its people had to be courageous 

in spirit, mind and action.  Problems of survival were 

often coupled with ingenuity.  The following true 

story is set in the early wilderness of what is not Do-

ver Township.  And since it had its beginning on 

Dec. 25, 1815, we think this is a good time to tell it. 

On this particular Christmas day young 

Johnathan Burroughs, age 21, married Mercy Bell, 

age 17.  The young people left the semi-wilderness 

of their parents settlement near the present site of 

Watkins and traveled north to Mill Creek in what is 

now Dover Township.  There Johnathan had leased a 

large tract of land and in the solitude of its forest had 

erected a small cabin. 

The cabin was made of round unhewed logs 

daubed with mud.  At one end of the cabin was a 

fireplace made of split sticks plastered with clay 

mortar; the fireplace not only heated the little cabin 

but provided their only means of cooking.  At the 

other end of the cabin was their bed which consisted 

of two poles extending from holes bored in the log 

walls and supported by a single corner post.  Poles 

laid across this frame for slats and on this was a 

straw mattress.  For covers they had two featherbeds.  

For their table and chairs Johnathan had split and 

smoothed slabs of wood and mounted them on four 

legs.  Mercy’s only cooking utensils were an iron 

skillet and an iron boiling pot which she had brought 

from home.  She had also brought one plate, one 

knife with a broken handle, one two-pronged fork.  

Johnathan contrived some wooden plates, fashioned 

some wooden forks and spoons and used his own 

pocket knife to eat with. 

Since the surrounding forest was abundant with 

sugar maples, the young people decided that their 

first effort must be to manufacture all the sugar pos-

sible.  This they could sell and buy much needed 

supplies.  Having no sugar-making equipment 

Johnathan bargained with a neighbor 10 miles away 

for the use of three large kettles.  To obtain these ket-

tles he made three separate trips on foot.  He sawed 

and whittled out a large quantity of wooden sugar 

troughs.  Then together Johnathan and Mercy tapped 

200 sugar trees.  Day and night, as long as the sap 

ran, they worked, gathering sugar water, boiling it 

down and making sugar. 

When the sugar season was over they had a fair 

accumulation of sugar and they made eager plans to 

market it.  The near-

est store was that of 

James Ewing, near 

Plain City, about 

twelve miles distant.  

Having no horse, 

Johnathan and Mercy 

packed all the sugar 

they could carry and 

walked the entire distance.  There was no road, only 

a bridle path marked by blazed trees.  But James 

Ewing welcomed the young folds and bought their 

sugar.  In exchange they purchased one-half dozen 

plates, one-half dozen cups, and saucers, one-half 

dozen knives, forks and spoons, one tin tea-pot, one 

quarter pound of tea and one bread pan. 

On arriving home, Johnathan made haste to split a 

large thin slab of wood with his ax.  This he dressed 

as smoothly as possible and then fitted it to the wall 

with wooden pins as a shelf for their new dishes.  

Mercy watched all this excitedly, and placed her new 

dishes and cups carefully one the new shelf.  Then 

they young couple gazed gratefully and delightedly 

upon that small array of dishes, for them it was a 

bountiful and beautiful outfit, and the result of their 

first united effort toward obtaining a home and a fu-

ture.  When Mercy brewed Johnathan a cup of their 

newly purchased precious tea, he lifted his cup affec-

tionately to Mercy and say, “We’ll make it yet!” 

And they did.  In Dover Township history the 

Johnathan Burroughs family attained a respected 

record of industrial progress and financial success.  

Johnathan lived to be 99 years old but he always said 

the proudest moment of his life was the one when he 

lifted his cup to Mercy and said, “We’ll make it yet.”

August 6, 1862: 
 

DEATH OF A SOLDIER 
 

In the midst of our sorrows, we make known to 

the friends of Liberty and Union, the loss of another 

defender of our Government and Constitution. 

Among the many dear and noble ones of our land 

who have been take away by the hand of death dur-

ing this struggle for the Union and institutions of our 

nation, is numbered William M. Snedeker. A young 

man of Claibourne Tp., who through ardent attach-

ment to right and justice, enlisted in the service of his 

country last September, in Company F, of the 31st 

Ohio Regiment. He abandoned the family circle and 

took the parting hand of his friends for the last time, 

entered with fortitude upon the duties of a soldier, 

and served his country with fidelity until overcome 

by the vicissitudes that accompany a soldier‘s life, 

his physical powers failed; and on the 8th of July, he 

sank in the cold embrace of death in the hospital at 

Nashville, Tennessee—Peaceful be his rest. 

He was a pious member of the church of Christ, 

and a follower of One that said, ―He that believeth 

in me though he were dead yet shall he live. The 

grave is made by God‘s appointment; the antecham-

ber to a house not made with hands, eternal in the 

heavens and end of our pathway to joys unalloyed.

Marie gave a little background how Union County 

was formed by a act of state legislature on February 

25, 1820.  The county was formed from lands of 

Delaware, Franklin, Madison and Logan Counties.  It 

was first formed into 3 townships, Darby, Millcreek 

and Union and later divided in the present 14 

townships.  Union County is situated entirely in what 

is known as the Virginia Military District in which 

lands were set apart by the state of Virginia for the 

land grants to Officers and soldiers of the 

Revolutionary War.    

She divided the 55 places into 4 categories of 

types of Ghost Towns and had colored dots on a 

Union County map to show where they were located 

and talked about each township and their towns or 

settlements.   

► The blue dots represented True Ghost Towns 

that once existed but are not now.   

► Red dots were the Semi-Ghost towns that once 

existed but have less than 10% of their original    

    inhabitants or businesses.   

► Green dots were Old Towns that have existed 

for at least 100 years and have moved or changed  

     their names from what they were at their 

beginning.   

► Yellow dots represented Paper Ghost Towns 

that were polotted and recorded but never existed.  

Much of her material came from the books, Ohio 

Ghost Towns No. 42 Union County by Richard N. 

Helwig and Virginia G. Helwig and 1877 Union 

County Atlas.  Marie gave a PowerPoint presentation 

taking each township by the year they were formed 

and gave information of the places located within 

each one on a map with the colored dots and pictures 

of places within some of the townships.  The map 

and handouts are on display in the genealogy section 

of the library.
